It was just twenty-one years after the City of Brantford had been incorporated, The Brantford Club letter of 
patent was dated on July 16th, 1898. The property was purchased from Dr. J.Y. Bown for the significant sum of  
$4,500. According to the 1909 minutes, drink prices were raised from 10 cents to 25 cents for two scotch or 15 
cents for one. The same pricing increase applied to cigars and would you believe, the minutes stated, “rum 
was not a drink we should serve.”
